Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.

5. To have quarterly family field trips with trained helpers available. All events are open to all regardless of severity of disability/special needs or non disability! We encourage inclusion!  We have available currently a monthly "bouncer" event in Rancho Cucamonga, CA open to all!  


6. To educate parents, physicians and the surrounding community of the potential environmental triggers which may hinder the healing of our children and our families.
